At a recent NPM workshop, we covered the topic of “RcatPraise Music”.
For those who missed the event, here is the text thempower point presentation that covers the main
thoughts discussed that night.

Def|n|t|on and reason to think about using Praisesid:
For tonight, let's agree that Praise Music is a sutfs€bntemporary Christian music that comes to us mainly
from the wider Christian community. It has a de nite pupsic avor, repeated lyrics, an emphasis on praising
God.
In Pastoral Music - June 2009, Ed Bolduc, a major arrang@agafe music in our hymnals, states that “Praise
and worship music” is simply a generic term used toritese particular style of modern Christian music usu-
ally composed in a pop/ contemporary style ....the sargsasually in verse-chorus form, sometimes with a
third section, or coda that introduces a new motif surig mepetition.

Caveats in the use of Praise Music at Mass:

States Conference of Catholic Bishops or by the local s@ocbishop.” [STTL 142]
“In judging the appropriateness of music for the Liturgy, wileexamine its liturgical, pastoral, and musical
qualities. Ultimately, however, these three judgments aradpécts of one evaluation, which answers the ques-
tion: “Is this particular piece of music appropriate for thsg in the particular Liturgy?” [STTL 126]

Entrance: After the entire liturgical assembly has lggghered, an Entrance chant or song is sung as the
procession with the priest, deacon, and ministers ettershurch. “The purpose of this chant is to open the
celebration, foster the unity of those who have been gathmtroduce their thoughts to the mystery of the
liturgical season or festivity, and accompany the procesditre priest and ministers.” [STTL 142]
Preparation of Gifts:  After the altar has been preghagifts of bread and wine are brought to the priest or
deacon by members of the liturgical assembly. This prmressaccompanied by an Offertory chant or
song, “which continues at least until the gifts have h@aced on the altar.” The norms on the manner of
singing are the same as for the Entrance chant. [STTL 173]

Communion: “While the priest is receiving the Sacranm&etCommunion chant [or song] is begun. Its
purpose is to express the communicants’ union in spirit by nuéahe unity of their voices, to show joy of
heart, and to highlight more clearly the ‘communitariaatune of the procession to receive Communion.”
The singing begins immediately and continues “for as lorigeaSacrament is being administered to the
faithful.” The Communion chant or song may be sung by duple with choir or cantor, or by the choir
alone. Because the Communion chant expresses the unity optbosssing and receiving the Holy Sacra-
ment, communal singing is commendable. The singing of thelgpsbould be preeminent. [STTL 189]
Recessional: Although it is not necessary to sing @sstonal hymn, when it is a custom, all may join in a
hymn or song after the dismissal.
